Preamble

1. The Food and Agncu)tum Orgamzanon of the Umted Nations hereinafter refemred to
18 FAO, with headquarters at:
Viale delle Terme di Caracalls

: 00153 Rome, Ttaly ) '
and the Government of the Hellenic Republic, hercinafter referred to as the “Donor”, together

known as the "Parties” (and "Party” shall be construed accordingly);

2. Guided by the Constitutions of both Parties and their common commitment to the
atainment of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), in particular the goal of halving
extreme poverty and hunger by 2015;.

3. Considering the mandate in food, agriculture, fisheries and forestry of FAO, including,
inter alia, to furnish technical assistance in the field of agricultural development as requested
by its Member Nations and to develop suitable normative frameworks in the fields of food,

agriculture and fisheries;

4. Considering the need to fight against hunger, inter alia, by supporting sustainable
agriculture and fisheries and sustainable use of natural resources;

5. Considering the role of the “Donor” in contributing to sustainable social and economic
development (in alphabetical order) in Albania, Amenia, the Democratic Republic of the
Congo, Egypt, Ethiopia, Georgia, the Republic of Moldova and Ukraine;

6.-  Considering the wish expressed by the Govemment of the Hellenic Republic to make
available, through FAO, financial contributions for the implementation of projects in the
above-mentioned countries/regions in accordance with Articles II and I of this Framework

Agreement;

| Atticlel.  Definitions

For the purpose of this Framework Agmement, the followmg terms shall have thc meanings
hereunder assigned to themn: o

= “US$” (US Dollar) means the currency of the Umted States of America;

* “Programme Developmcnt Facility Account” (PDF) means the account maintained in
FAQ's books to which any interest accrued on deposited project funds and remaining
unspent funds under this anewakAgreemtshallbeémdned, The balance on the
PDF may be speat on evaluation, project formulation; bther development cooperation
purposes, or any othér activities agreed upon by the “Donor™ and FAO, or, if the
“Donor” so requests, shall be returned to source (Article VI, Admnmstrnnon of Funds);

* “Arrangement” means 8 Memorandum of Understanding concluded between the
“Donor” and FAO pursuant to Amde IV (Commltmcm and Accepunce Funding) and
in the form of Annex 1; -

* “HELLENIC AID” stands for the Oencml Directorate for Intemauonal Development
Cooperation of the Ministry of Forcign Affairs of the Hellenic Republic, which 1
hereby designated by the Govemniment of the Hellenic Republic, as the competent
authority for the xmplementanon of the present Agrecment ,

Anticle]lI.  Objectives and Modalmes for FAOIHeIIemc chubhc Coopaauon

1. The cooperation between the ‘Donor’ and FAO wnll remforce interaction and §ynergy
between respective actions of the two Parties towards the achievement of the Millennium
Development Goals in the countries listed in Article I 1. The overall goal of the cooperation
is to enhance the impact and efficiency of assistance provided by both Partics to these
countries in the ficld of food security. In this perspective, the specific objectives of the

cooperation are:

* to strengthen FAO's strategic capacities in core areas of its mandate, for pursuing the
priorities of food security and rural poverty reduction, as set out in the United Nations
Millennium Declaration;

= to reinforce the involvement of the “Donor” in the upstream policy dialogue in fields
of mutual interest;

® 1o progress towards broader consensus on the fundamental objectives and strategies of
development cooperation in relevant areas, allowing for an active endeavour by both
Parties to improve the coherence of their approaches;

= to facilitate complementarity of actions between both Parties;

* (o provide a substantive. financial and operational framework for active cooperation.

2 The cooperation between the “Donor” and FAO will be implemented on the basis of
two modalities: (i) policy dialogue; and (jii) operstional activities. Policy dialogue will
_constitute the basis of the cooperation. It will contribute to improved coherence between
{mpectivc actions in terms of policy approaches in common priority areas of intervention.
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Based on the pdlicy din]()gue and in accordance with respective comparative advantages,
collaboration of an operational nature will be developed in arcas of common interest.
Financing for such cooperation may be provided in the context of this Framework Agreement.

3 As partners, the “Donor” and. FAO shall keep each other informed about their
respective policies and programmes.

4. In order to promote a regular exchange of information, the “Donor”” and FAO will
hold at least once & year a consultative meeting. Moreover, the “Donor” and FAO shall
consult cach other and exchange views on all matters arising out of this Framework
Agreement and on any oﬂm'mmerwnh regard to the adrmnmrst:on d FAO programmes.

5. FAO may submit pro;ect pmposalt in the form of a. ptoyect document, including a

project budget, to the ‘Donor"fontgconndeuuon The budget shall be itemized in line with
the standard components and subcomponents specified by FAO. The *Donor” shall inform
FAO without undue delay about the decision regarding such ptoposal(s). which shall be

6. “HELLENIC AID" Programme Coordination Officers in the relevant countries may
“serve as liaisons in identification of demands and as facthors in formulauon and execution
of projecta in the countnes concermed. ' .

Aniglg_m. ScopeandNatumofﬂnCoopaanon

1 The geographical scope of the Cooperauon covers: Albama. Annema, the Democratic

‘Republic of the Congo, Egypt, Ethiopia, Georgia, the Republic of Mddovn and Ukraine, and
 such other countries as may be md:cated by the “Donor"

‘2, The substantive scope of the Coopenhon is dcﬁned by the following broad areas:

Area |. Food security

Area 2. Capacity building

Area 3. Fisheries and aquaculture
Area 4. Agriculture technologies.

| 3, The geographical and substantive scope of the Cooperation may be enlarged on mutual

‘ consent of the Parties.

“4. In addition to financial support, the “Donor” may also make inkind contributions.

'Such contributions will be specificd jointly on a project-by-project basis and supervised by
FAQ in the context of its overall implementation responsibility.

S.  While sclecting experts for the “Donor’-financed project operations, any “Donor”
nominations will be taken into consideration provided that the qualifications and experience
of the candidate are suitable for the assignment.

6. PAO and the “Donor” shall further cooperate in the ficld for the development of joint
programmes, organization of conferences, fairs and workshops and training courses to
upgrade the skiils of national counterparts.
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AfticleIV.  Commitment and Acceptance; Funding

I The Partics may agree on subsequent Arrangements under this Framework Agreement
for the funding and implementation of specific projects. Such arrangements shall be governed
by the terms of this Framework Agreement, and shail specify both the financing and the
ﬁnancmg conditions and will at least contain: a time schedule including the planned starting
and expiry date of the “Donor’s” involvement; the maximum contribution of the “Donor” to
the project; the relevant unit/person of the “Donor” concerned with the project. A model
} arrangement is attached to this Framework Agmement 8s Annex 1.

2. Unless agreed otherwise with FAO, cash contribution shall be paid by the Donor
(“Donor Contributien”) in US Dollars or /Euro. The US dollar equivalent of contribution
paid in Euro shall be based on the prevailing exchangc rate at the time of FAO’s receipt.

3. All donor ﬁnancml oonmbuuons w:ll be made by cheque payablc to FAO.

Afticle V. Implcmcntauon

L FAO will make every pomble effort to ensure timely and full 1mplemntat10n of the
project or activity and will accept all responsibility either with regard to execution by its own
staff, or any organization, company or persons designated by FAO for such purpose. The
“Donor” carries no responsibility or liability to any third party for projects executed by FAO
and camicd out pursuant 16 this Pramework Agrcemcnt. PAQ shall eaercise the samc caie in
the discharge of its functions under this Framework Agreement and under each Arrangement
as it exercises with respect to the administration and management of its own affairs and shall
have no further responsibility to the “Donar” thereof.

2. FAO may delegate and/or subcontract its responsibilities for the whole or any part of
the project, in accordance with its rules and practices and the conditions laid down in the
approved project document.

3. ' In the cvent that FAO anticipates a deferment of two months or more on the effective
date of commencement under a signed arrangement, FAO shall notify the “Donor” in writing
and shall submit an adjusted time schedule.

4, If pro_,ect implementation so warrants, FAO shall submit budget revisions of the
ongoing projects to inform the “Donor” of any change in the implementation. In
this regard the following shall apply:

a) The revision implies a request for additional funds and/or an extension of the duration
of the project, or any other change which requires an amendment of the arrangement.
The revision is then submitted to the “Donor” for approval. Approval of such revision
shall be formalized by an addendum to the arrangement.

b) The revision proposes a re-phasing of activities without a reallocation of funds
between budget lines of the project. Such a revision is sent by FAO for information
and records only. Such change does not require an amendment to the arrangement.

¢) The revision implies & change of the work plan, changing the overall inputs and/or
outputs, however, not changing the overall objectives or the overall budget of the
project. This type of revision is submitted by FAO to the “Donor” for approval. Unless
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the “Donor” informs FAO otherwise, not later than six weeks upon receipt of the
budget revision from FAO, the proposed changes may be considered approved by the
“Donor”. Such changes do not require an amendment of the armangement.

Aficle VI.  Administration of Funds
1. Within the framework of this Framework Agreement, and based on official requests

from the Member Govemment(s) concemned, FAO, in consultation with the ‘Donor”, will
execute technical assistance and/or emergency projects and administer the funds provided by

the “Donor” for this purpose in accordance with the Financial Regulations of FAO. Al
financial commitments and expenditures incurred by FAO with respect to the activities
'financed under this Framework Agreement will be accounted and reported in US dollars.

2. Pursuant to the Financial Regulations of FAO, all direct costs incurred by FAO in
accordance with the arrangement, mcludmg technical and admoxy suppon services, shall be
borne by the project budget. o

3 Project budgets wsll also mclude an al]ocatwn to mmbme the Orgamzanon for the
indirect variable administrative and operatmg costs (Project Support Costs) incurred in
relation to the 1mplementation of the project in line with the FAO Project Support Cost policy,
a8 approved and as may be modified, from time to time, by the Governmg Bodnes of FAO.

4, Cuntingencics may be included in the dudgei up io & maimum of 5 perceii of jvial
project costs.

s. Any interest accrued on deposited funds shall be calculated in accordance with FAO
Rules and Regulations and credited to a PDF. The balance of any specified contribution that
remains unspent after all commitments and liabilities have been satisfied shall, after
consultations with the “Donor”, also be credited to the PDF.

6. The balance on the PDF may be spent on cvaluation, project formulation other
development cooperation purposes or any other activities agreed upon by the *Donor” and
FAO, or, if the “Donor” so requests, shall be returned to source.

7. The total funds remitted by the “Donor” to FAO for the projects under this Framework
Agreement will be available to cover, if necessary, the expenditures on an .ongoing basls to an
amount not exceeding the approved budget for cach individual project.

8.  FAO, in accordance with the relevant project document, shall procure goods, works
and/or consultancy services following and in accordance with FAO's intemal procurement
procedures as reflected in FAO's rules and administrative procedures. All material, equipment
and supplies will be used exclusively for the execution of the projects concemed and be
purchased, utilized and disposed of in accordance with the FAO Rules and Regulations.
Ownership of equipment, supplies and other property financed from the contribution shall
vest in FAO. All goods and equipment procured from the “Donor’s” contribution will be at
the end of the project allocated to the project counterpart of FAO or a development
cooperation purpose, unless the Parties decide otherwise.
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9.  Experts will be recruited by FAO in accordance with the terms and conditions
applicable to FAO personne). They shall in all respects be treated as FAO staff members and
will be directly responsible to FAO for the conduct of their duties. Fellowships shall be

administered in accordance with FAQ’s rules relating to fellowships.

Atticle VII.  Progress and Reporting

L. FAO shall keep the “Donor” informed of the progress of each project/activity under
this Framework Agreement by fumishing (summaries of) its supervigsion, progress and
completion reports. ‘ , L

2. Reporting shall take place in accbrglance with FAO rééﬂaifms and practices. For cach
project under this Framework Agreement, FAQ shall provide the “Donor”, unless otherwise
agreed, with: S o

a. A semi-annual progress report including s budget revision (if applicable), covering
the period of September to February to be submitted before 31 March; for the
period March till August a semi-annual progress report including a budget revision
(if applicable) to be submitted before 30 September, The report will include:

- anamrative on the progress of the project;
- the approved budget by main budget line. - -

o. A sermi-anmuai financial statement, for ithe six inonihs ended 30 June and 31
December and submitted within the 90 days of the period being reported, shall
present: i
- the approved budget by main budget lines in accordance with the FAO chart of
accounts; B

- expenditures incurred by main budget line including main variances;

- funds transferred by the “Donor™; A

- As necessary, a request from the funds required for the period forthcoming
shall be issued with the semi-annual financial statements.

c. A final report upon completion of the project, containing a comprehensive
overview of the total project implementation, to be submitted within four months
after completion,

d. A final financial report of the completed project, to be submitted within eighteen
months after completion.

3.  With regard to country-specific projects FAO shall also make svailable copies of the
previously mentioned reports directly to the “Donor”, and also to “HELLENIC AID"”
representations in the countries concerned, if any.

4. FAO shall, each half year, provide the “Donor” with a concise progress report and
financial statement of the PDF. Both Parties may submit specific proposals for the use of the
accumulated funds in the Account and FAO may only effectively use these funds after
approval by the “Donor” of such proposal. The utilization of these funds will be reviewed at
the annua! consultative meeting as referred to under Article II of this Framework Agreement.

5. FAO shall report to the “Donor” in US dollars over Funds administered by FAO on
behalf of the “Donor”.
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%6 Representatives of the “Donor” shall be provided the opportunity to participate in

'review, monitoring and evaluation missions relating to projects under this Framework
Agreement, where appropriate. FAO shall notify the “Donor” of any evaluation during and at
the termination of the project and ghall be invited to participate.

7. FAO shall submit to the “Donor” financial statements of the PDF, along with the
individual financial statements of each project/activity financed from the PDF.

Atticle VIII.  Accounts and Audit

1. FAO shall record for each project undcr tlus meework Agrecmem. all financial
transactions in US Dollm ina acpame ledgcr-accocmt AR
2. FAO confirms tlm the ﬁnancml trmsacuons. aocounts and ﬁnancml statements
relating to this Framework Agreement will be? e
- operated and maintained in accordance with the FAO’: Fmancnal Regulations .
and Rules and Directives and procedures; - .-
- and subject exclusively to FAO's internal and extcmal audmng proceduns

3. FAO shall make available to the “Donor” its Biennial Pinancml Repon and Audited
Financial Statements, once approved by i its Governing Bodies.

Aticle [X.  Final Provisions )

Entry into Force: This Framework Agreement shall enter into force on the date the
Govemnment of the Hellenic Republic has notified FAO that the internal legal procedures
required for its entry into force have been accomplished.

Amendments: Both Parties may, by an exchange of letters, amend any of the provisions of
this Framework Agreement or enter into supplementary arrangements. Such amendments
shall enter into force according to the procedure laid down in the previous paragraph.

Modification: The “Donor” and FAO shall promptly inform each other of any significant
modification in the terms and conditions of any of the projects implemented under this
Framework Agreement. In such cases, FAO shall allow the “Donor” a reasonable opportunity
'0 exchange views with FAO before effecting any such modification. However, no
modification of the relevant Arrangement shall be made without the common Agreement of
‘he Donor and FAO.

lermination: Either Party may terminate any arrangement agreed upon on the basis of this
Framework Agreement by giving the other party a three month written notice. Upon
emination of the arrangement, and unless the Parties otherwise agree, contractual obligations
:ntered into between FAQ, any consultant, and/or any third party prior to the receipt of the
10tice of termination of this arrangement shall, within reasonable limits, not be affected by
he termination. Any remaining balance in cash or uncommitted asscts remaining shall be
:redited unconditionally to the PDF.

Dispute Settlement: In case of a disagreement conceming the interpretation or application of
this Pramework Agreement or any Arrangement concluded hereunder, the Parties shall consult
and, if necessary, they shall submit the disagreement to negotiations or any other manner as

they may agree.
